DECREES OF THE SUPREME RULERS

All warriors (participants) must report to the battlefield (venue) 30 minutes prior
to their respective trials (events).

Every participant must bear their royal seal (college ID card) and an official scroll
(government ID) for verification.

Banned relics and forbidden elixirs (helmets, lighters, cigarettes, alcohol, narcotics,
or any flammable items) are strictly prohibited within the kingdom.

Attire of nobility is mandatory: Only those dressed in Business Formals or College
Uniform shall be permitted into the royal court.
