When her attorney
issued a statement in her name protesting her suspension, the university used it as grounds
for expelling her for insubordination. Although she never finished her education at the
University of Alabama, Autherine Lucy’s courage was an inspiration to African -American
students who followed her lead and desegregated universities all over the United States.
